  Duck Creek Golf Club
CALL TO ORDER – 7:00 PM 

Attendance 36 members, quorum met. 
1. Mike Ussery, owner of the Duck Creek Golf Club, provided the status of the daily fee golf course.  While the golf course has been open for approximately five years, it has not seen economic success.  The golfing is up to 25-27 rounds, but needs to be 40-50 rounds of golf to be sustainable.  Local golf courses, Sherrill Park in Richardson and Firewheel in Garland, are city owned and do not pay taxes.  Mr. Ussery has to keep golf fees slightly lower to be competitive, and he does pay taxes.  The property totals 152 acres with 110 acres in the flood plain.  Mr. Ussery has spoken with companies interested in a golf course or housing development, but no firm details have been provided to date.  Mr. Ussery lives in Austin, so he is not on the site daily, and would like to retire.  He anticipates selling the course within a year.

2. Scott LeMay, City Council, addressed several questions:

a.  If a property is proposed for development, the City cannot challenge until the design is submitted.
b.  Garland Parks department cannot absorb another golf course.

c. Need 100% agreement from the homeowners, if PID is considered.

d. Wilbow Corporation is developing the Wyrick Farms property.  It will contain a variety of styles, probable costs are in the $200K to $300K range.  There will be streets out to Buckingham and Shiloh.

e. Any new development in the City must have a Home Owners Association.

f. The City has purchased Hypermart, and the demolition is being done by the current owner.  Developers are already expressing interest.  
3. The February 22, 2018 General Meeting minutes were presented by Sharon       Parrish.  Mike Rose moved, and Dylan Hedrick seconded that the minutes be approved.  The motion passed unanimously.

4. The Treasurer’s report was not available.  Mike Rose moved, and Dylan Hedrick seconded that this report be reviewed at the September General Meeting.  This motion was accepted.  Cheryl Jones said she would post the information on the web site. 
5. Shine Macy discussed the officer and director nominations.  Districts 3 and 5 have vacant officer positions.  No nominations were provided from the floor.  Mike   Rose volunteered for District 2, so Dwight Davis (previously acting for 1, 2 and 3) volunteered for District 3, Keta Woods, James Aaron and Barbara Mairs wished to stay as Directors for Districts 4, 6 and 7, respectively.  This was unanimously accepted.  The Treasurer position is also vacant.  Dwight Davis volunteered to be the Assistant Treasurer until this position is filled.  This action was motioned by Dylan Hedrick, seconded by Keta Woods and passed unanimously.  Sharon Parrish agreed to remain the Secretary.  This action was motioned by Mark Edwards, seconded by Dylan Hedrick and passed unanimously.  Mark Edwards agreed to stay as the Vice President.  This action was motioned by Mike Rose, seconded by Keta Woods and passed unanimously.  Dylan Hedrick volunteered to be President.  Mike Rose asked why Cheryl Jones was not continuing in this role, and she responded that she would not accept the position.  Dylan Hedrick was accepted as the next president.
6. Some activities for the June 1 – May 31 calendar year include a Christmas decorating contest and Corn Hole games.  People were reminded if they needed to register a complaint regarding a property violation to contact Code Compliance.
7. Keta Jones, District 4, reminded ONA members to be sure solicitors had a City permit and insurance, if cars are parked on streets for more than 24 hours, the non-emergency police number should be called and be aware of a person running a business (auto body business) out of the home, this too should be reported.  James Aaron, District 6, reported that a house on Meadowridge had burned and been burglarized.  Scott LeMay said this property was on the June 29 Property Standards Board Agenda.   If the owner does not repair by a date certain, the city will demolish the house.
8. Dylan Hedrick asked members to send him notes/articles about themselves for the newsletter, so we can all get to know our neighbors better.
9. Sharon Parrish reported for David Parrish on environmental improvements:

a.  The new landscape contractor is Platinum Lawn & Landscape. To save on the cost, mowing has been reduced to bi-weekly and no ongoing entrance bed maintenance.
b. The sprinkler system has been inspected and a few repairs made.  The four major entrances are being watered twice per week, the others once per week.

c. The landscaper has planted begonias at six entrances and will be asked to plant the remaining entrances and end caps on the median islands.  The next planting event will be in the fall.
d. David Parrish has scheduled an Environmental Committee meeting for Wednesday, June 20 at 7:00 pm at our home, 2526 Pepperidge Drive.  Kindly RSVP at environment@oakridgena.org.  This meeting will be to plan maintenance of our neighborhood landscaping.

10. Joan Nichols spoke about the Safety Committee.  She has spoken with our Neighborhood Police Officer, as well as Bill Olive and Deb Pandak, former Safety Committee leaders.  She also mentioned the Citizens Police Academy and Citizens on Patrol, both trainings are offered twice a year.  She said many of our Asian neighbors are being targeted by a group out of Houston.  Also, we continue to have auto break-ins in the neighborhood.  Joan reminded people if they see suspicious activity call 911.
