CALL TO ORDER – 7:00 PM 

Attendance 38 members, quorum met. 
1. Mayor Lori Dodson and Mayor Pro Tem, Councilman Scott LeMay fielded questions about the golf courses in Garland.  The city representatives will speak with the Eastern Hills and Duck Creek Golf Clubs if the owners will come forward.  Mr. Ussery still wants to sell the golf course, but no buyers to date.  One ACT member said that some citizens are interested in buying the Duck Creek course, but Mr. Ussery will not talk with them.  Mr. LeMay reported that it took some time for the Eastern Hills facility to be resolved, which will include My Possibilities housing plus approximately 200 single family homes.  
Sign ordinances was raised again, to which Scott LeMay said the city cannot require anything more stringent than the state.

Scott also reported that the city budget has been approved for the year with increased funding for streets and alleys.  A bond committee of 19 members has been appointed for 2019.

2. Tommy Barnes noted that almost every street within the Oakridge neighborhood is covered by a Crime Watch representative.  Officer Barnes said Oakridge is one of the safest in Garland.  Our Safety members, Joan and Dan Nichols, will be attending Citizens on Patrol training.  Joan reiterated the need to be out and about as this will deter potential criminals.  Officer Barnes reported that the city of Richardson asked for help when a highspeed chase ventured into Oakridge.  Richardson Officers arrested the car operators.  National Night Out will be  Tuesday, October 2.

3. The May 24, 2018 General Meeting minutes were presented by Sharon Parrish.  Mike Rose moved, and Dwight Davis seconded that the minutes be approved.  The motion passed unanimously.

4. The Treasurer’s report was reviewed by Keith Engler.  With a current membership of 316, this is 86 short to balance the budget.  If we don’t get these additional members, the budget will need to be cut.  For example, we need 21 more members to support beautification and 28 more members to support the newsletter. The motion to approve the Treasure’s report was moved by Dianne Winter, seconded by Dwight Davis.  The motion passed unanimously.
5. By District, attendants were asked to stand when their district number was called.  In addition, District 4 Director, Keta Woods distributed magnets with city contact information.  She also reported specific phone numbers for:  mosquito control (Health Department) 972-205-3460; car issues 972-485-9860; door to door solicitation 972-205-1658.  James Aaron, District 6 Director, reported that there is finally some repair progress (roof and painting) on the burned-out house.
6. Jane Mayers, Membership, reported that of this evening we have 320 members.

7. Dylan Hedrick reported for Communications that he has received several recipes for the newsletter and is looking for more articles and photos of members history and events.  He also mentioned awards for neighborhood newsletters are coming soon.
8. Several people reported that the mowers were blowing grass clippings into alleys.  David Parrish, Environment, said he would pursue this with the contractor.
9. Mark Edwards, Vice President, reported on upcoming social events.  

a. There are 45 participants for the weekend yard sale.  A map of the locations was distributed.
b. The Corn Fest will be 10/13 starting at 2:00 pm.  Johanna Weidaw will put together a kids craft table.

c. We are thinking of a 5k walk/run in November.

d. Since we have women’s groups, Mark is thinking about a men’s group.  Let him know your interest.
